switched storage network of interconnecting high-speed links provides very high aggregate bandwidth as compared with standard Bus architecture. This bandwidth is allocated between data information transfer and internal control information. Such a network manages ALL the information that has to flow from the Array Processor modules to the Host Adapter modules. These elements achieve high bandwidth by bringing their own network paths to the cache and the control components. The Storage management Open Framework enables ISV & IHV to quickly develop applications that can readily be deployed in a heterogeneous storage environment.
Yves Coderre is a Product Marketing Manager for Hitachi Data Systems (HDS) with more than 35 years of experience in data processing. He worked at IBM as a digital designer for 22 years and spent 9 years at EMC as a Systems Engineer specializing in storage performance in high availability environment. He developed a performance prediction analysis tool for both EMC and HDS to aid in sizing subsystem storage requirements. He is also a graduate of the University of Toronto where he specialized in digital design and simulation.

WLM and Database Management: DB2 & Oracle

D

atabases provide much of the function of computing systems and their performance largely determines the service provided to the end users. This presentation will describe the WLM mechanisms used to control DB2 and Oracle when they are configured as DB Servers, handling DB requests from other network connected clients.  This includes a description on the use of enclaves by DDF and Oracle NET and the use of stored procedures. It will describe how z/OS WLM classifies the DB requests to ensure that the requests coming in from the network behave sociably in the shared processing environment provided by z/OS.  It will briefly describe the associated measurement data and provide a brief analysis of it. 

Tom Russell is a Consulting Systems Engineer in Canada. He has more than 30 years of experience in IBM, supporting MVS, OS/390 and now z/OS. While working on assignment at the ITSO Poughkeepsie he wrote numerous books on Parallel Sysplex implementation and performance, continuous availability, and the OS/390 Workload Manager. His areas of expertise include on-line systems design, continuous availability, hardware and software performance, and Parallel Sysplex implementation. Tom holds a degree in Mechanical Engineering from the University of Waterloo but don’t hold that against him.
