11:00-12:00   Are Private Clouds More than Vapor?
Michael  Salsburg Ph.D., Distinguished Engineer for Unisys Technology, Consulting, and Integration Solutions and Chief Architect for Unisys Cloud Solutions

"When architects and CIOs state that they have instantiated a private cloud in their datacenter, what the heck are they talking about? There is no simple, formal definition for a private cloud to use as a reference. There seems to be a consensus regarding the term ""Public Cloud"" or, simple ""Cloud"". Amazon is a poster child. Infrastructure is made available through the Internet through a simple, self-service portal. The user pays only for the time that is being used. There is no up-front capital investment. Public cloud elasticity allows computing consumption to grow from 1 server to 10,000 and back to 1, while the cost is incurred on an hourly basis. So, does a private cloud work that way also? Other than elasticity and the ""pay by the drink"" cost model, what else does a cloud provide that can be realized within the Enterprise? What does it mean to mix private and public clouds to create a Hybrid Cloud model? This session will address these questions by starting with the basics of cloud computing and then focusing on how public and private clouds can become an extension of the current enterprise's architecture."
